The City of Orinda seeks to address the complementary components of this
planning effort through a community -based process. This is an ongoing process with many
opportunities for resident involvement. 2022 is the decision year and it is time to plan for the future of
Orinda!

1. A Plan for our Downtown (aka 6éDowntown Preci

The City began the journey towards developing a Downtown Precise Plan (DPP) in early 2020. A
cityds downtown is a symbol of a communityds
commercial and retail development and integration of new housing downtown. A focus on
establishing mixed -use and residential design standards for the Theatre and Village districts will
allow for better use of property, parking, and quality urban design for all residents and visitors to
enjoy. The creation of objective design standards for downtown buildings will ensure that future
devel opment reflects Orindad6s unique char m.

2. Housing Element

Through a combination of staff analysis of sites and public input the Housing Element will identify
land to accommodate 1,506 new units in Orinda over an eight -year period to meet the requirement of
State Law. This 6th cycle Housing Element will plan for the period of 2023 to 2031 and is required to

be certified by the State prior to January 2023. The draft Housing element was just released at the
end of March and can be found at www.PlanOrinda.com/housing -element (continued on page 3).
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Pavement Rehabilitation Project

The City of Orinda will be starting construction work on the 2021 Pavement Rehabilitation Project
during April 2022. Fifteen streets will be rehabilitated as part of this project. In addition, any storm
drain pipe under those fifteen streets in need of repair will either be replaced or repaired. The City is
also performing pavement rehabilitation of certain streets as part of the 2022 Pavement Rehabilitation
Project, which is anticipated to start construction work in July 2022. Pending availability of budget,
seven streets will be rehabilitated as part of this project, along with any storm drain pipe under the
road in need of repair.

At the request of residents in the El Toyonal neighborhood, City Council directed staff in 2020 to estab-
lish a No Parking or Stopping Program on Red Flag Days for the El Toyonal and Loma Vista Neighbor-
hoods. This pilot program has been extended for another year in 2022 with parking enforcement com-
mencing after the first Red Flag Day of the year. The City prohibits stopping and parking during Red
Flag Warning Days within 5 feet from the edge of the City paved roadway for El Toyonal beginning
from the eastern edge of Camino Pablo and ending at the intersection of Vista Del Orinda and includ-
ing the entire length of Loma Vista Drive.

The National Weather Service Red Flag Days are: 1) Relative Humidity 15 percent or less with either
sustained winds of 25 mph or greater or frequent gusts of 35 mph or greater for a duration of 6 hours or
more; 2) Relative Humidity 10 percent or less for a duration of 10 hours or more; or, 3) Widespread
and/or significant dry lightning.
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The Fire Chief may also declare a Red Fl ag Day i
has more information under Departments, Public Works and Engineering Department, Red Flag Park-
ing Restrictions . Red Flag Days may occur intermittently through the fire season.
